Shortly after I married my husband, N. H. (Bud) Eller, his aunt, Myrtle Eller 

Tilley, presented me with a broken slate that said, 

ñUnbroken line of Eller teachers from 1870 - ??ò  She 

was ending her career of 50 years teaching in Georgia 

schools.  Twenty-five of those years were spent trekking 

up into the hills of Georgia to teach in one-room 

schoolhouses, going where no one else would go.  She 

said she and her mule had long talks about students and 

lessons.  One of her students in Cartersville, Joe Frank 

Harris, would go on to become governor of Georgia. 

 

 Aunt Myrtle loved teaching.  The living room in her home boasted of 

8 x 10 black and white, framed pictures of the Presidents of the United 

States.  Along with the books in her bookcases were rocks, minerals, and 

fossils that she had used to teach.  At family reunions, she did not gather 

with the rest of the women to swap recipes, she was talking with the younger 

generation about their studies and what they wanted to do in life.   

 

 As much as she loved teaching, she, too, had followed people into the 

profession.  Her older sister, Minta, and older brother, my husbandôs father, 

Fred, had also taught in Georgia schools.  After teaching children during the 
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week, Fred would teach older adults how to read and write on Saturdays in 

their home.  Bud remembers Saturday night cakewalks at the church which 

doubled as a schoolhouse in the Forsythe County, Georgia, area.  They had 

an Aladdinôs Lamp that was carried to the church to provide light because 

electric light had not yet come to the community in the early days of the 

Great Depression. 

 

 Fred, Minta, and Myrtle followed their father, Alfred Eller, in the 

teaching vocation.  He taught for 55 years in small one-room schools such as 

Skataway and Plum Orchard near Hiawassee.  His picture appeared in the 

Atlanta Journal Constitution in 1941(See below).   Today the article is 

framed and resides in the one-room schoolhouse on the Hiawassee 

Fairgrounds in Hiawassee, Georgia, not far from where he and his wife 

raised their eleven children.   

 

 Today, our grandchildren have followed the path laid by their 

ancestors.  Jeff (seventh grade biology), his wife Karen (3
rd

 grade), and I 

(fifth grade) teach in 

Fayette County schools 

while Jeffôs sister Erin 

Eller Miller teaches 

English at Franklinton
